The State Govemment may by wotification in the Gazette establish a
University by such name and with such jurisdiction and location.of cam-

(a) the desirability to establish a University ;

(b) recognition or authorisation as may be required under any otber law
for the time being in force to conduct the syllabus and to grant degrees
or diplomas or awards.

Every notification issued nader sub-section (1) shail be laid on the table
of the Legislative Assembly.

Every Univessity established under sub-section (1) if Section 5 shall be
a body corporate by the name notified under the said section having
perpetual snccession and a common seal, and may sue or be sued by the
said name,

The University established under sub-section (1) &f Sectlou 5 may, with
the prior appToval of the State Govermument, affiliate any college or other
institution or set up more than one campus.

Every University, shall establish a fund which shall be called the General Fund

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STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The avenues of higher education & advanced knowledge are limited in the
State. Public Anancial constraints come in the way of investments by the State m cre-
ating adequate higher educational infrastructure. The State Policy provides for at-
tracting private 'mves;{men{s in setting up iustitutions of higher education and research.
By providing adequate incentives to such private investors, the organizations of na-
tional and intemational 1'ep§te can be attracted to invest in setting up Unversities for

which no financial support is required from the State Govermment.

2. Speciﬁc or enabling legislation is required for establishment of such Universi-
ties. A common set of guidelines will be require in the establislunent of éuch Universi-
ties by ensuring educational standard and by preventing commercialization. It is felt
expedient to have an enabling legislation Ito provide for establishment and functioning

of self financed private Universities and for matters regulating them.
