CHAPTER-II
Constitution and Organisation of the Force

There shall be an Auxiliary Armed Police Force for the State to be known as

Chhatiisgarh Auxiliary Armed Police Foree to aid and assist the security

forces 1 the maintenance of public order and preventing, controlhing and

combating maoist/naxal violence and insurgency, elc.

The Auxiliary Armed Police Force shall cansist of such number of persons
as may be determined by the State Government from time to time,

The functions and duties of a member of the force shall be the following—

(a) to a1d and assist security forces in—
(1) . maintaining public peace and order;
(i) - preserving internal security;
(i)  patrolling sensitive areas; and
(iv)  gathering imtelligence,

(c) to help people in situstions arising out of natural or man-made

If any member has endergone the prescribed training prior to his appointment
1o the force, the period of such earlier training shall be included 1n the training
period prescribed. :

Every member of the force shall be paid fixed remuneration as prescribed by
the State Government, and such dearness allowance and special naxal area
allowance as admissible to the Chhattisgarh Police Executive Force, Constable
(GD). Any o{h_er allowances may also be paid to the member of the force as
ordered by the State Government from time to.time.

“Other condition.s_ of service of members of the force shall be such as may be

prescribed.

A member of the force who attains age of 55 ycafs shall be ceased to be a

T

member of the Auxiliary Armed Police Force.

If 2 member of the force acquires any disqualification specified in sub-section
(1) of section 7, or found gutlty of such misconduct as may be prescribed, the
appointing authority may, after giving an opportumty of being heard and for
the reasons to be recorded in writing, terminate such member from the force.

A member who has been terminated from the froce by the appointing autho-
rity, may make representation to such authority as may be prescribed, and such
prescribed authority shall consider the representation of the aggrieved mem-
ber within a period of sixty days and pass appropriate order on the representa-
tion made.

Notwithstanding anyshing contained in any judgmeont, order or decree of any
court, every person seiving as a Special Police Officer on the date of this Act
shall, for a period of six months from the date of this Act, be deemed to be a
member of the Chhattisgarh Auxiliary Armed Pohice Foree:

Provided that alf such persons shall be subject to screening by a scree-
mn# committee for their continued employment 1o the Chhattisgarh Auxitiary
Armed Police Force, and all such persons found. fit in such screenmng shall
continue in service and deemed to have become members of the Chhattisgarh
Auxiliary Armed Police Forca from the date of this Act.

The provmons of sub-section (3) of section 7 shall apply mulal:es mutandis

The State Governmeat may, by notiﬂcation to.fne published in Official
Gazette, make rules for carrying out the purposes of and to give effect to this
Act.

Every rule made under this Act shall be laid, as soon as may be after it is made,
before the State Legislative Assembly.

If any difficulty arises in giving effect to any provision of this Act, the State
Government may pass such order, to be published in the Official Gazette, as

- may be necessary or éxpedicnt for removing thc difﬁcult}f.

Every order passed under sub-section (1) shall, as soon as may be after it is
passed, be la:d before State Legislative Assembly.

The Chhattisgarh Auxiliary Armed Police Force Ordinance, 2011 (No. 3 of

© 2011) in its application to the State of Chhattisgarh is hereby repealed.

The repeal under suh-section (1) shall not affect the previous operation of this

Ordinance so repealed and anything done or action taken or deemed to have
been done or taken (including any appointment or delegation made, notifica-
tion, order, direction or notice issued, regulation or rules made) by or under the -
provisions of the repealed Ordinance shall, insofar as it is not inconsistent with
the provision of this Act, be deemed to have been done or taken under the
provisions of this Act, and shall continue in force unless and until repealed by
