Mandamus- Whenever a public officer or
government has done some act which violates
the fundamental right of a person, the Court
would issue a writ of mandamus, restraining
the public officer or government from
enforcing that order or doing that act against
the person whose fundamental right has been
violated.

Quo-Warranto- Quo Warranto' means 'by what
warrant'. Through this writ, the Court calls
upon a person holding a public office to show
under what authority he holds that office. If it
is found that the person is not entitled to hold
that office, he may be ousted from it.
Certiorari- The literal meaning of the writ of
'‘Certiorari' is 'To be certified' or 'To be
informed. ' This writ is issued by a court higher
in authority to a lower court or tribunal
ordering them either to transfer a case
pending with them to itself or quash their
order in a case.

Prohibition- The writ of prohibition literally
means 'to forbid'. It is issued by a higher court
to a lower court or tribunal to prevent the
latter from exceeding its jurisdiction or
usurping a jurisdiction that it does not possess.
