fevour. Hence, this suit.

Ashwani denied each and every averment of Suresh. He denied that he entered into
agreement to sale in favour of Suresh. His signatures were taken by Suresh on some
blank papers as Suresh was previously his friend. He further contended that the said
property is joint property which cannot be sold off without partition. He did not
enter into any agreement to sale with Suresh. No question arises for him to be
present at the office of Sub-Registrar on 13.12.2007. He did not receive any notice
nor Suresh call him for registration of sale deed. He also contended that if, Suresh
had ready and willing to perform his part of contract, he must file the suit

immediately and not waited for almost three years.
