I must say that, beyond occasionally exposing me to 

laughter, my constitutional shyness has been of no 
disadvantage whatever. In fact I can see that, on the 
contrary, it has been all to my advantage. My hesitancy 
in speech, which was once an annoyance, is now a 
pleasure. Its greatest benefit has been that it has taught 
me the economy of words. I have naturally formed the 
habit of restraining my thoughts.

The 
experience of China, with its impressive growth record, 
reflects these broader concerns and underlines the 
importance of balanced approaches that emphasize 
investments in the non-income aspects of human 
development.
