Sample Answer

Section 62 of the Indian Evidence Act, 1872, prevides the definition of primary evidence.

It states that primary evidence is the original document in its original form. For instance, if a person
needs to prove that he was a minorwhen he entered into a contract, then his original birth certificate
would be considered primary evidence.

Primary evidence has a high ‘evidentiary value and is considered to be the best evidence. It is highly
reliable and has a lesser chance,of tampering. The primary evidence should be in its original form.Indian
Evidence Act, 1872, considers’primary evidence to be of utmost importance and gives it a higher status
as compared to other evidence. Section 64 of the Act mandates the presentation of primary evidence for
proving the contents of the document.
