An Act to consolidate and amend the laws relating to the procedure of the Courts of
Civil Judicature.

WHEREAS it is expedient to consolidate and amend the laws relating to the procedure
of the Courts of Civil Judicature: It is hereby enacted as follows:

It shall be deemed to include the rejection of a plaint
and the determination of any question within section 144, but shall not include—
(a) any adjudication from which an appeal lies as an appeal from an order, or
(b) any order of dismissal for default.

Explanation. — A decree is preliminary when further proceedings have to be
taken before the suit can be completely disposed of. It is final when such
adjudication completely disposes of the suit. It may be partly preliminary and
i\_partly final;

ORDER II
Frame of suit
1. Frame of suit.
Every suit shall as far as practicable be framed so as to afford ground for final decision
upon the subjects in dispute and to prevent further litigation concerning them.

2. Suit to include the whole claim.

(1)  Every suit shall include the whole of the claim which the plaintiff is entitled to
make in respect of the cause of action; but a plaintiff may relinquish any portion
of his claim in order to bring the suit within the jurisdiction of any Court.

(2) Relinquishment of part of claim. — Where a plaintiff omits to sue in respect of,
or intentionally relinquishes, any portion of his claim, he shall not afterwards sue
in respect of the portion so omitted or relinquished.

(3) Omission to sue for one of several reliefs. — A person entitled to more than
one relief in respect of the same cause of action may sue for alllor any of such
reliefs; but if he omits, except with the leave of the Court,*0, sue for all such
reliefs, he shall not afterwards sue for any relief se-omitted,

{Explanation. — For the purposes of this rule an ‘ebligation and a collateral
'<:security for its performance and successive claims arising under the same
E.\obligation shall be deemed respectively to constitute but one cause of action.
e Illustration
A lets a house to B at a yearly of rent Rs. 1,200. The rent for the whole of the
years 1905, 1906 and 1907 is dué and unpaid. A sues B in 1908 only for the rent
due for 1906. A shall not afterwards sue B for the rent due for 1905 or 1907.

3. Joinder of causes of action.

(1) Save as otherwise provided, a plaintiff may unite in the same suit several causes
of action against the same defendant, or the same defendants jointly; and any
plaintiffs having'causes ofraction in which they are jointly interested against the
same defendant orithe same defendants jointly may unite such causes of action
in the same suit.

(2) Whefe causes of action are united, the jurisdiction of the Court as regards the
suitishall depend on the amount or value of the aggregate subject-matters at
the date’of instituting the suit.

4. Only certain claims to be joined for recovery of immovable property.

No cause of action shall, unless with the leave of the Court, be joined with a suit for

the recovery of immovable property, except—

(@) claims for mesne profits or arrears of rent in respect of the property claimed or
any part thereof;

(b) claims for damages for breach of any contract under which the property or any
part thereof is held; and

(c) claims in which the relief sought is based on the same cause of action:
