Constitution of India

PART I
THE UNION AND ITS TERRITORY

1. Name and territory of the Union.
(1) India, that is Bharat, shall be a Union of States.
'[(2) The States and the territories thereof shall be as specified in the First
Schedule.
(3) The territory of India shall comprise—
(a) the territories of the States;
2[(b) the Union territories specified in the First Schedule; and]
(c)  such other territories as may be acquired.

Parliament may by law—
(a) form a new State by separation of territory;from any State or by uniting two or
more States or parts of States or bywuniting any territory to a part of any State;

(c)  diminish the area of any State;
(d) alter the boundaries of any State;
(e)  alter the name of any State:
4[Provided that no/Bill\for the purpose shall be introduced in either House of
Parliament except on, the recommendation of the President and unless, where
the proposal contained in the Bill affects the area, boundaries or name of any of
the States, the Bill has been referred by the President to the Legislature of that
State for expressing its views thereon within such period as may be specified in
the reference or within such further period as the President may allow and the
_period so specified or allowed has expired.] )

THE CODE OF CIVIL PROCEDURE, 1908
Act No. 5 of 1908
21st March, 1908.

An Act to consolidate and amend the laws relating to the procedure of the Courts of
Civil Judicature.

WHEREAS it is expedient to consolidate and amend the laws relating to the procedure
of the Courts of Civil Judicature: It is hereby enacted as follows:

PRELIMINARY

Short title, commencement and extent.

This Act may be cited as the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908.
It shall come into force on the first day of January, 1909.

It extends to the whole of India except—

(a) omitted

(b) the State of Nagaland and the tribal areas:

(Provided that the State Government concerned may, by notification in the )
Official Gazette, extend the provisions of this Code or any of them to the
< whole or part of the State of Nagaland or such tribal areas, as the case may >
be, with such supplemental, incidental or consequential modifications as

_may be specified in the notification.

‘Explanation. — In this clause, “tribal areas”.means the territories which,
immediately before the 21st day of January, 1972, were included in the tribal
"t areas of Assam as referred to in paragraph 20 of the Sixth Schedule to the 1
_Constitution. )
In relation to the Amindivi Islands,.and the East Godavari, West Godavari and

Visakhapatnam Agencies in the State of Andhra Pradesh and the Union Territory

of Lakshadweep, the applicationyof this Code shall be without prejudice to the

application of any rule orregulation for the time being in force in such Islands,

Agencies or such Union, Territory, as the case may be, relating to the application

of this Code.

“decree” means the formal expression of an adjudication which, so far as
regards the Court expressing it, conclusively determines the rights of the parties
with regard to all or any of the matters in controversy in the suit and may be
either preliminary or final. It shall be deemed to include the rejection of a plaint
and the determination of any question within section 144, but shall not include—
(a) any adjudication from which an appeal lies as an appeal from an order, or
(b) any order of dismissal for default.

Explanation. — A decree is preliminary when further proceedings have to be
taken before the suit can be completely disposed of. It is final when such
adjudication completely disposes of the suit. It may be partly preliminary and
i\_partly final;

THE BHARATIYA NYAYA SANHITA, 2023

An Act to consolidate and amend the provisions relating to offences and for matters
connected therewith or incidental thereto.

BE it enacted by Parliament in the Seventy-fourth Year of the Republic of India as follows:-

CHAPTERI
PRELIMINARY
1.  Short title, commencement and application.

(1) This Act may be called the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023.

(2) It shall come into force on such date as the Central Government may, by
notification in the Official Gazette, appoint, and different dates may be appointed
for different provisions of this Sanhita.

(3) Every person shall be liable to punishment under this Sanhita and not otherwise
for every act or omission contrary to the provisions thereof, of which he shall be
guilty within India.

(4) Any person liable, by any law for the time being in force in India, to be tried for
an offence committed beyond India shall beddealt with according to the
provisions of this Sanhita for any act committed beyond India in the same
manner as if such act had been committed'within India.

(5) The provisions of this Sanhita shall also apply to any offence committed by—

(a) any citizen of India in any place without and beyond India;
(b) any person on any ship or aircraft registered in India wherever it may be;
(c) any person in any place without and beyond India committing offence
) targeting a computer,resource located in India.
' Explanation.— In thi$, section, the word “offence” includes every act§
committed outsidesIndia which, if committed in India, would be punishableé’"
i under this Sanhita.
e Illustration:
A, whovis'a citizen of India, commits a murder in any place without and beyond
India.He'can be tried and convicted of murder in any place in India in which he
may be found.

(6) Nothing in this Sanhita shall affect the provisions of any Act for punishing mutiny
and desertion of officers, soldiers, sailors or airmen in the service of the
Government of India or the provisions of any special or local law.
