ADVOCATES ACT, 1961
ACT NO. 25 OF 1961
[19th May, 1961]

An Act to amend and consolidate the law relating to the legal practitioners and to
provide for the constitution of Bar Councils and an All-India Bar.
BE it enacted by Parliament in the Twelfth Year of the Republic of India as follows: -

CHAPTER1I
PRELIMINARY

Short title, extent and commencement.

This Act may be called the Advocates Act, 1961.

It extends to the whole of India.

It shall, in relation to the territories other than those referred to in sub-
section (4), come into force on such date3 as the Central Government may,
by notification in the Official Gazette, appoint, and different dates may be
appointed for different provisions of this Act.

This Act shall, in relation to the State of Jammu and Kashmir and the Union
territory of Goa, Daman and Diu, come into force onsuch date as the Central
Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, appoint in this behalf,
and different dates may be appointed for differentprovisions of this Act.

Definitions.

(1)

In this Act, unless the context otherwise.requires, —

(a) “advocate” means an advocate epntered in any roll under the provisions of
this Act;

(b) “appointed day”, in relationsto any provision of this Act, means the day on
which that provision comes into force;

(d) “Bar Council” means(a/Bar Council constituted under this Act;

(e) “Bar Council of India” means the Bar Council constituted under section 4
for the territories to\which this Act extends;

(g)  “High Court”,except in sub-section (1) and sub-section (1A) of section 34
and in séections 42 and 43, does not include a court of the Judicial
Commissigner, and, in relation to a State Bar Council, means,-

(i) imthe case of a Bar Council constituted for a State or for a State and
omne or more Union territories, the High Court for the State;
(i) inthe case of the Bar Council constituted for Delhi, the High Court of Delhi;

(h)  “law graduate” means a person who has obtained a bachelor's degree in
law from any University established by law in India;
(i) “legal practitioner” means an advocate 5[or vakil] of any High Court, a

pleader, mukhtar or revenue agent;

(1) “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act;

(k) “roll” means a roll of advocates prepared and maintained under this Act;
0] “State” does not include a Union territory;

(m) “State Bar Council” means a Bar Council constituted under section 3;

(n)  “State roll” means a roll of advocates prepared and maintained by a State

Bar Council under section 17.
Any reference in this Act to a law which is not in force in the Union territory of
Goa, Daman and Diu, shall, in relation to that territory, be construed as a
reference to the corresponding law, if any, in force in that State or that
territory, as the case may be.

CHAPTERII
BAR COUNCILS

State Bar Councils.
There shall be a Bar Council —

(1)

(2)

(a)

for each of the States of Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Gujarat, Jammu and
Kashmir, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh, Karnataka,
Orissa, Rajasthan, Telangana, Uttar Pradesh, Uttaranchal, Meghalya,
Manipur and Tripura to be known as the Bar Council of that State;

for the States of Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Mizoram and Nagaland to
be known as the Bar Council of Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Mizoram
and Nagaland;

for the State of Kerala and the Union territory of Lakshadweep to be
known as the Bar Council of Kerala;

for the State of Tamil Nadu and the Union territory of Pondicherry to
be known as the Bar Council of Madras;

for the States of Maharashtra and Goa and the Union territories of
Dadra and Nagar Haveli and Daman and Diu, to be known as the Bar
Council of Maharashtra and Goa;

for the States of Punjab and Haryana_and the Union territory of
Chandigarh, to be known as the Bar €ouncil,of Punjab and Haryana;
for the State of Himachal Pradesh, to be known as the Bar Council of
Himachal Pradesh;

for the State of West Bengal and’the Union territory of Andaman and
Nicobar Islands, to be known as the Bar Council of West Bengal; and
for the Union territory of Delhi, to be known as the Bar Council of Delhi.

A State Bar Council shall consist of'the following members, namely: —

(a)

in the case of the, State’Bar Council of Delhi, the Additional Solicitor-
General of Indianex, officio; in the case of the State Bar Councils of
Assam, Arupachal’ Pradesh, Mizoram and Nagaland, the Advocate-
General of*each of the States of Assam, Arunachal Pradesh , Mizoram
and Nagaland ex officio; in the case of the State Bar Council of Punjab
and*Hafyana, the Advocate-General of each of the States of Punjab and
Haryana, ex officio; and in the case of any other State Bar Council, the
Advocate-General of the State, ex officio;

in the case of a State Bar Council with an electorate not exceeding five
thousand, fifteen members, in the case of a State Bar Council with an
electorate exceeding five thousand but not exceeding ten thousand,
twenty members, and in the case of a State Bar Council with an
electorate exceeding ten thousand, twenty-five members, elected in
accordance with the system of proportional representation by means
of the single transferable vote from amongst advocates on the
electoral roll of the State Bar Council:

Provided that as nearly as possible one-half of such elected members
shall, subject to any rules that may be made in this behalf by the Bar
Council of India, be persons who have for at least ten years been advocates
on a State roll, and in computing the said period of ten years in relation to
any such person, there shall be included any period during which the person
has been an advocate enrolled under the Indian Bar Councils Act, 1926.

Advocates Act, 1961

Where in respect of any matter any rules are made by the Central
Government under this section for any State Bar Council, and in respect of
the same matter, rules are made by the State Bar Council and approved by
the Bar Council of India, the Central Government may, by notification in the
Official Gazette, direct that the rules made by it in respect of such matter
shall cease to be in force in relation to that Bar Council with effect from such
date as may be specified in the notification and on the issue of such
notification, the rules made by the Central Government shall, accordingly,
cease to be in force except as respects things done or omitted to be done
before the said date.
