Arbitration and Conciliation Act,1996

ARBITRATION AND CONCILIATION ACT, 1996
ACT No. 26 OF 1996
[16th August, 1996.]
An Act to consolidate and amend the law relating to domestic arbitration,
international commercial arbitration and enforcement of foreign arbitral awards as
also to define the law relating to conciliation and for matters connected therewith
or incidental thereto.

PREAMBLE
WHEREAS the United Nations Commission on International Trade Law (UNCITRAL)
has adopted the UNCITRAL Model Law on International Commercial Arbitration in
1985;
AND WHEREAS the General Assembly of the United Nations has recommended that
all countries give due consideration to the said Model Law, in view of the
desirability of uniformity of the law of arbitral procedures and the specific needs of
international commercial arbitration practice;
AND WHEREAS the UNCITRAL has adopted the UNCITRAL Conciliation Rules in 1980;
AND WHEREAS the General Assembly of the United Nations,has recommended the
use of the said Rules in cases where a dispute arises in*the context of international
commercial relations and the parties seek an amicable settlement of that dispute
by recourse to conciliation;
AND WHEREAS the said Model Law and Rules_make significant contribution to the
establishment of a unified legal framework for jthe fair and efficient settlement of
disputes arising in international commercial relations;
AND WHEREAS it is expedient to makesdaw respecting arbitration and conciliation,
taking into account the aforesaid Model Law and Rules;
BE it enacted by Parliament in thé Forty-seventh Year of the Republic of India as
follows: -

General provisions

In this Part, unless the context otherwise requires, —

(a)

(h)

“arbitration” means any arbitration whether or not administered by

permanent arbitral institution;

“arbitration agreement” means an agreement referred to in

section7;

“arbitral award” includes an interim award;

“arbitral tribunal” means a sole arbitrator or a panel of arbitrators;

“Court” means—

(i) in the case of an arbitration other than international commercial
arbitration, the principal Civil Court of original jurisdiction in a
district, and includes the High Court in exercise of its ordinary
original civil jurisdiction, having jurisdiction to decide the
questions forming the subject-matter_of the arbitration if the
same had been the subject-matter of\a'suit, but does not include
any Civil Court of a grade inferiorte”such principal Civil Court, or
any Court of Small Causes;

(ii) in the case of international~commercial arbitration, the High
Court in exercise of its ordinary original civil jurisdiction, having
jurisdiction to decideythe questions forming the subject-matter
of the arbitration if the same had been the subject-matter of a
suit, and in other cases, a High Court having jurisdiction to hear
appeals from décrees of courts subordinate to that High Court;

“international /~commercial arbitration” means an arbitration

relating to .disputes arising out of legal relationships, whether

contractual®er not;considered as commercial under the law in force in

India and where at least one of the parties is—

(i) an jindividual who is a national of, or habitually resident in, any
country other than India; or

(i) © a body corporate which is incorporated in any country other
than India; or

(i) an association or a body of individuals whose central
management and control is exercised in any country other than
India; or

(iv)  the Government of a foreign country;

“legal representative” means a person who in law represents the

estate of a deceased person, and includes any person who

intermeddles with the estate of the deceased, and, where a party acts
in a representative character, the person on whom the estate devolves
on the death of the party so acting;

“party” means a party to an arbitration agreement.

This Part shall apply where the place of arbitration is in India:

(3 OF 2016)

Short title and commencement.

(1)  This Act may be called the Arbitration and Conciliation (Amendment) Act,
2015.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 23rd October, 2015.

Act not to apply to pending arbitral proceedings.

Nothing contained in this Act shall apply to the arbitral proceedings commenced, in
accordance with the provisions of section 21 of the principal Act, before the
commencement of this Act unless the parties otherwise agree but this Act shall
apply in relation to arbitral proceedings commenced on or after the date of
commencement of this Act.

Repeal and savings.

(1) The Arbitration and Conciliation (Amendment) Ordinance, 2015, is hereby
repealed.

(2)  Notwithstanding such repeal, anything/done or any action taken under the
principal Act, as amended by theysaid Ordinance, shall be deemed to have
been done or taken under the cofresponding provisions of the principal Act,
as amended by this Act.
