law of the land administered by ordinary law 
courts, and 

•  No person (whether rich or poor, high or low, 
official or non-official) is above the law.

defendants; 
ii)  It must be necessary to decide that conflict in 

order to give relief to the plaintiff; 
iii)  The question between co-defendants must have 

been finally decided; 
iv)  The co-defendants were necessary or proper 

parties in the former suit.
