Madhya Pradesh Excise Act, 1915

THE MADHYA PRADESH EXCISE ACT, 1915
[Act No. II of 1915]

An Act to consolidate and amend the Excise Law in Madhya Pradesh.
Preamble. — Whereas it is expedient to consolidate and amend the law in Madhya
Pradesh relating to the import, export, transport, manufacture, sale and possession
of intoxicating liquor and of intoxicating drugs, and whereas the previous sanction
of the Governor -General, required under Section 5 of the Indian Councils Act, 1892
(55 and 56, Vict. C. 14), has been obtained to the passing of this Act;
Itis hereby enacted as follows:

CHAPTER 1
PRELIMINARY
Short title, extent and commencement.
(1) This Act may be called the Madhya Pradesh Excise Act, 1915.
(2)  II extends to and shall be in force in whole of the Madhya Pradesh.

Definitions.

In this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject6r context, —

(1) “beer” includes ale, stout, porter and all other fermented liquors usually made
from malt;

(2) “bottle” means to transfer liquor from a casK'or.other vessel to a bottle, jar, flask
or other similar receptacle for the purpose of sale, arid bottling includes re-
bottling;

(3)  “Chief Revenue Authority” means ‘the authority declared by the State
Government to be the Chief Revenue’Authority for the purposes of this Act;

(4) “common drinking- house” means,a place where drinking of liquor is allowed for
the profit or gain of the persoen owning, occupying, using, keeping or having the
care or management or,control of such place, whether by way of charge for the use
of the place, or for drinking facilities provided, or otherwise howsoever;

(5) “denatured” means rendered unfit for human consumption in such manner as
may be prescribediby the Government in this behalf;
(6) “excisable article” means—

(a)  any.alceholic liquor for human consumption; or
(b)  anydntoxicating drug; or
(c) opium as defined in clause (xv) and poppy straw as defined in clause (xviii)
ofiSection 2 of the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act, 1985;
(6a) “excise duty” and “countervailing duty” means any such excise duty or
countervailing duty, as the case may be, as is mentioned in Entry 51 of list Il in the
Seventh Schedule to the Constitution;

(7) “Excise Officer" means a Collector or any officer or other person appointed or
invested with powers under Section 7;
(8) “excise revenue” means revenue derived or derivable from any duty, fee, tax,

penalty, payment (other than a fine imposed by a Court of Law) or confiscation
imposed or ordered or agreed to under the provisions of this Act, or of any law for
the time being in force relating to liquor or intoxicating drugs;

(9) “export” means to take out of the State otherwise than across a Customs frontier
as defined by the Central Government;

notification to perform in any local area specified therein, the functions of a

competent authority under this Act;

(d)  "institution" means any charitable institution registered under any enactment for
the time being in force, established for the purpose of keeping, breeding and
maintaining cow progenysor,for the purpose of reception, protection, care,
management and treatment’of infirm, aged and diseased cow progeny;

(e) "slaughter" means killing,by any method whatsoever and includes maiming or
inflicting of physicalinjury which in the ordinary course will cause death or doing
any act with the/intention of causing unnatural death;

(ea) "transport”.means to carry cow progeny from one place to another either by any
vehicle or.on foot, except when such transport is for bonafide agricultural or
ancillary purpeses;

(eb) “transporter" means and includes the person,-

(i) who is the owner of the vehicle carrying the cow progeny or beef, if the cow
progeny or beef has been booked under his instruction or within his
knowledge;

(i)  who for the time being in charge of the vehicle and his assistant, carrying
the cow progeny or beef;

(iii)  who s in charge of transport company, for the time being, transporting the
cow progeny and beef, if booking has been undertaken under his instruction
or within his knowledge;

(iv)  who is the partner of a transport firm, if the booking has been undertaken
under his instruction or within his knowledge;

(f) "Veterinary Officer" means a person appointed as a Veterinary Officer under
Section 3;

(g)  "Vehicle" means any mechanically or manually driven conveyance used on land,
water or air.

In this Chapter, "restriction order" means an ordersmade under Section 3.

Power to make restriction order.

(1) If a District Magistrate is satisfi€s with respect to any persons that he is acting
or is likely to act in a manner prejudicial to the security of the State or the
maintenance of public order and that, in order to prevent him from so acting
it is necessary in the interest'of the general public to make an order under this
Section, the District Magistrate, may make an order,-

Dispersal of gangs and bodies of persons.

Whenever it appears to the District Magistrate that the movement or encampment
of any gang or body of persons in the district is causing or is calculated to cause
danger or alarm or reasonable suspicion that unlawful designs are entertained by
such gang or body, or by members thereof the District Magistrate, may by an order
addressed to the persons appearing to be the leaders or chief men of such gang or
body and published by beat of drum or otherwise, as the District Magistrate thinks
fit, direct the members of such gang or body,-

to conduct themselves in such manner as may be necessary in order to prevent
violence and alarm; or

to disperse and each of them to remove himself outside the district or any part
thereof or such area, and any district or districts, or any part thereof
contiguous thereto within such time as the District Magistrates may specify,
and not to enter the said district or part thereof or_such area and such
contiguous districts, or part thereof, as the case may be ornot; to return to the
place from which each of them was > directed to remove himself.

Whenever it appears to the District Magistrate

that there are reasonable grounds for believing that such person is engaged

or is about to be engaged in the commission of an offence involving force or

violence or an offence punishable under Chapter XII, XVI or XVII or under

Section 506 or 509 of the Indian Penal Code, 1860 or in the abetment of any

such offence, and wheniin'the opinion of the District Magistrate witnesses are

not willing to come forward to give evidence in public against such person by

reason of apprehension on their part as regards the safety of their person or

property; or

that anfoutbreak of epidemic disease is likely to result from the continued

reSidence of an immigrant;

the District Magistrate, may by an order in writing duty served on him or by

beatof drum or otherwise as the District Magistrate thinks fit, direct such

person or immigrant -

(@)  so as to conduct himself as shall seem necessary in order to prevent
violence and alarm or the outbreak or spread of such disease; or

(b)  to remove himself outside the district or any part thereof or such area
and any district or districts, or any part thereof, contiguous thereto by
such route within such time as the District Magistrate may specify and
not to enter or return to the said district or part thereof or such area
and such contiguous districts, or part thereof, as the case may be, from
which he was directed to remove himself.
